Vision:

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Sunday School program:

3. Special activities will be scheduled as possible or needed for – fun, outreach, evangelism, mission, educational tours and special programs.

4. The teachers and staff will meet monthly for mutual encouragement, review of works, planning, and enrichment.

5. There will be a Parents’ Conference/ Sunday School Open House once every quarter for communication, feedback, and improvements.

Sunday School Schedule

Check-in & Check-out procedure:

1. Students will start each Sunday attending the 10:30am church worship with their families.

2. Students will be dismissed for Sunday School during the first congregational hymn.

3. After they are dismissed from the sanctuary, students will go directly to their classrooms.  

4. After Sunday School, at 11:40am, the teachers will bring their class upstairs into the Fellowship Hall for the Sunday School closing assembly.
5. The closing assembly will end at 11:50am.

Sunday School curriculum

Nursery:

  The Nursery, located in room B-3, is available from 9:00am until 11:30am for children too young or are unable to attend Sunday School.  We are very fortunate to have two trained child care providers overseeing the nursery. 

Paging System – In order to protect your children and offer timely care, our church has invested in a parental paging system.  The procedure below tells you how it works.

1. When you check in your young child at the nursery, you will receive a pager.  Your pager will have a number.  The nursery worker will put that pager number on a list next to your child’s name.

2. You will be paged in time of need.  Your pager will vibrate, informing you of an incoming message.  Check your pager to find out the message.

3. Please act (some may require you to go to the nursery, some may not) according to the message you’ve received.

4. Return the pager to the nursery worker when you check your child out.

How You Can Help – You can help by

· Consistent and on-time attendance

· Check with your children to discover what they’ve learned each week

· Attend parents conference once every three months during the Sunday School open house

· Have a spirit of cooperation and willingness to help when needed

2. Agree to a background check (as required by the Safe Sanctuary Policy).

3. Agree to the job description.

4. Sign Ministry Covenant.

5. Be commissioned by the church.
